Sunday Morning Worship 
This Sunday, July 18, we plan to worship together using the outdoors as our sanctuary. We plan to worship on the south 
and west side of the big barn at Heritage Village, as we did last summer. When you arrive, please follow directions from the 
parking attendants and the ushers. We also plan to reserve some space for people to drive up closer in order to worship 
from their cars again. Tell a parking attendant if you would like to do that. We invite the rest of you to bring blankets or chairs 
and spread out under the trees and on the lawn. We encourage you to bring your own picnic lunch or go on a tree walk after 
the service – it’s a great opportunity for some extended outdoor fellowship with your church family. The weather so far looks 
cooperative, but we will email by 9:00 AM if we are unable to meet outside and then we will plan to worship in the sanctuary. 
If you are not able to join us in person, we do plan to livestream the service this Sunday, so find it on Facebook Live as 
usual and worship with us in spirit in your homes using the order of worship in the bulletin or the mobile-friendly worship 
guide. Pastor Joel is on his study leave this week, so Dr. Jason Lief will be preaching. 
 

Faith Formation Sunday Evening 
We will gather at 6:00 PM for a service of evening prayer, also known as Vespers. These services will use prayers and 
litanies from the Book of Common Prayer and give us space and time for thanksgiving and praise, silence and meditation 
on scripture.
